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Girls’ golf team wins state trophy 
 

COLUMBIA — The Heathwood 
Hall girls’ varsity golf team 
wrapped up their inaugural season 
Wednesday, finishing undefeated 
after winning the SCISA state 
championship at Oak Hill Golf 
Club. 
 
This season, the Lady Highlanders 
played out-of-conference Spring 
Valley and just one SCISA 

opponent, Hammond — the only other independent school in S.C. that fielded a girls’ golf 
team.  Heathwood won each of the three contests against the Skyhawks including the 
championship match.  As to the legitimacy of a state title against a single SCISA foe, Head 
Coach Bill Cherry explained that league rules award state trophies in varsity sports when at 
least two member schools field teams.  And wins mean even more to a brand new team 
when they come over a local rival. 
 
“Since this was our first year to have a girls’ golf team, I was pleasantly surprised that we 
had 13 girls come out to play,” said Cherry. “We planned on playing just a few matches 
this season to begin building a program, but the girls worked hard at practice and it paid off 
with the SCISA state title.” 
 
Renae Gray, an 8th grader, was the team’s low scorer during the season (48) and in the 
championship. Other members of the 2007 Heathwood Hall girls’ varsity golf team were 
Lisa Bailey, Grace Hanna Blackstone, Sallie Cherry, Taylor Chisholm, Mary Covington, 
Lauren Glazer, Haley Gray, Sally Hall, and Jordan Hopkins.
